Instructions: The GSC should be used not only for the initial evaluation but for each subsequent follow-up assessment until all signs and symptoms have cleared, or returned to baseline at rest and during physical exertion/graded return-to-play progression. The ATC should read aloud each sign/symptom to the athlete who rates each on a scale of 0 – 6, with 0 = not present, 1- 2 = Mild, 3 - 4 = moderate, 5 - 6 = severe. Scoring: Symptom Score is the total number of signs/symptoms present, Total possible = 27. Symptom Severity is the actual added scores of symptoms, total possible = 162. 
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
